Ensemble Requirements:

- Dancer commits to attending all Ensemble classes, rehearsals, performances, and special events. The Artistic
Directors should be notified in advance of and approve all absences. No unexcused absences are permitted in
February and March- Directors must be notified in writing 2 weeks prior to be excused. Excessive tardiness or
absences may result in limited performance opportunities or dismissal from the group.

- Dancer will always need to adhere to dress code. Ballet warm-ups are permitted first 15 minutes, in between
rehearsals, or while waiting to rehearse their parts. When fully dancing, warm-ups should be removed.
